Except that we love, obey and trust God; and live our lives in responses that would please Him instead of reacting to our circumstances in the flesh.  We are here to be conformed to His image and to be transformed into new creatures in Christ Jesus.  Praise the Lord!

Sometimes it could be a broken favorite object that you possess, sometimes it is a fear that clings on to you over and over again, and sometimes it is a thought that Satan whispers in our ears to get us upset with someone or some circumstance.  It could be a scratch on your car, an accident that ruins something precious to you, a new blemish that pops up on your skin, it could be anything that comes along to upset you, gets you to worry, doubt God, fear or mistrust in the sovereignty of our Lord.

We are so prone to get upset over the smallest things it seems yet we cannot seem to realize that nothing is worth getting upset about, nothing is worth stressing over, nothing is worth loosing sleep over, nothing is worth getting fearful over; if our heavenly Father is truly in control of our lives.
